Draft Amendment to the WFUNA Constitution
Summary
The purpose of this draft amendment is to include WFUNA-youth as the youth-network of WFUNA into the WFUNA constitution.
We have attempted to limit the changes to the WFUNA constitution to a minimum.
All changes this amendment entails are additions to the current text of the WFUNA constitution. These additions are marked blue and are underlined.
The further regulations governing WFUNA-youth will be put down in WFUNA-youth Rules of Procedure. The Rules of Procedure will have their constitutional basis in this amendment.
Draft Amendment
Article 7

(a) The Plenary Assembly shall consist of the delegations appointed by Members, by the World Federation of United Nations Associations – youth (hereinafter referred to as WFUNA-youth), by the representatives of International Associates and of Individual Associates[….]

(b) Each Member, as well as WFUNA-youth, shall be represented by no more than five delegates and five alternates.

Article 15

(a) Only Members and WFUNA-youth shall have the right to vote, each Member and WFUNA-youth shall have one vote at the Plenary Assembly.

Article 17

(a) The Executive Committee shall consist of eighteen individuals, each from a different Member and the representative of WFUNA-youth. […]

Article 26

(a) Each member of the Executive Committee, the President and the representative of WFUNA-youth shall have one vote in the Executive Committee.

WFUNA-youth

(World Federation of United Nations Associations – youth)

Relations with WFUNA-youth

Article 41a

(a) WFUNA-youth is the youth network of the Federation. While being part of WFUNA, WFUNA-youth is autonomous and self-governing. WFUNA-youth connects the United Nations Youth Associations and Youth Sections or Youth Programmes of the Members of WFUNA and furthers their activities.

(b) WFUNA provides administrative assistance to the WFUNA-youth activities.

(c) A WFUNA-youth Plenary Meeting shall be held parallel to each WFUNA Plenary Assembly. Each UNA can be represented at the WFUNA-youth Plenary Meeting by up to five representatives and five alternates. Those representatives shall be under 30 years of age. The Plenary Meeting elects the WFUNA-youth Coordinating Committee. The Plenary Meeting adopts and amends the WFUNA-youth Rules of Procedure.

(d) WFUNA-youth works in accordance with this constitution and the WFUNA-youth Rules of Procedure.

(e) WFUNA-youth and the Federation shall on the basis of reciprocity have the right to representation and vote in each others’ Executive Committee and Coordinating Committee, and Plenary Assembly and Plenary Meeting.

Article 44

(a) Any proposal from a Member or WFUNA-youth to amend this Constitution shall be received in writing by the Secretary General not less than six months before an ordinary session of the Plenary Assembly.
