Objectives

· Sensitise adolescents and encourage them to promote gender issues

· Give adolescents a platform to express their opinion, needs and demands for realising gender equity 

· Show the correlation between the implementation of child’s rights and gender equity 

Justification

· Poverty has a girl’s face
· The political, economical, social and cultural discrimination due to gender hinders development (World Bank Study)

· Men also have only a small scope to give up traditional values and their role as breadwinner

Follow up

· The adolescent representatives will share the results of the conference with their organisations and translate these into different actions in their home countries.
· A webpage created by the youth already in the planninig state of the conference will be maintained for the participants to stay in contact and exchange their experiences.
· This conference is the start-up of a sequel of activities on gender and development issues. Related topics will be treated e.g. in individual conferences. By holding this initial conference during the German EU-Presidency its impact will support advocacy initiatives on the EU-Level.
· Participating youth will carry the results of the conference into lobby-activities focussing on G8.   
Concept

A three day workshop with 32 adolescents in which they will work on the topic followed by a one and a half day symposium with 120 participants.
