· To develop a more community feel; “It takes a community to raise a child.”

· To show that I care about my community and looking forward for a positive change. 
· To see my voice being heard by everyone around me, including parents.

· Equal opportunities for everyone. 
· Creating something unique and attractive that will get the youth off the couch, such as a recreational centre.

· That youth work beside adults (meaningful) in all endeavors that impact youth.

· Adults see youth as a resource and not a drain on the system.
· That this is the chance to be a part of something that can honestly make a difference in the interaction between youth and adults.
