OUR PURPOSE
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When we set out to create this training course, there were certain things we wanted to do and certain things we did not want to do. We also needed to determine what learners of English language and TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language) preparations courses really wanted. We wanted to incorporate the latest research in language acquisition and cognitive science; we wanted to create a “brain-friendly” environment for students and a “teacher-friendly” format for the course. We wanted to continually demonstrate to the students how far they had come and how far the had to go.

COURSE DESIGN 
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Cognitive research, language acquisition research, and even quality control processes led us to design the course following an effective framework:
1. Reveal and present the concept/question

2. Identify models and examples that connect new information to existing knowledge.

3. Support the students as they select examples and link information

4. Move from directed tasks to independent activities applied to the real world.

5. Evaluate progress and engage the student as analysts and critics.

The study of language fascinates so many of us because it exposes the secrets of how the mind works. For the last twenty years, computer scientists and educators have been trying to program computers to learn as well as to teach. It is not surprising that artificial intelligence is a field that now relies on linguists and instructional designer. Input, analysis, output and feedback are common jargon in human learning, computer systems, and even manufacturing standards.
Researchers believe we learn in “chunks.” We learn when we can crate these chunks easily, and we associate them with other chunks as we build a structure of knowledge or skills. All adult second-language learners are familiar with the “plateau” learning experience: depressingly long plateaus of no apparent progress, interspersed with the occasional inspiration of making an instant jump to a higher level of facility. Here the jargon of cognitive theorists begins to complement that of applied linguists: scaffolding learning, comprehensible input, sequencing, facilitative language teaching.

What works seems like common sense: repetition is essential in language teaching. “Tell yourself what your going to teach yourself, teach yourself and tell yourself what you though yourself.”  The feeling of progress is essential to language learning. So, too is testing.

The objective of an effective learning environment is to minimize anxiety--the enemy of learning—especially since we are preparing students for a test that is usually associated with fear and loathing.

While our course can be used in a variety of ways, it is designed to establish a familiar routine. However, predictability does not mean this must be boring—if the environment is challenging and filled with varied examples and most of all hard working of students.
In a TOEFL preparation course, we have the opportunity to maximize students’ strong motivation to pass the TOEFL exam as well as their overall goal of learning the language. A lot of practice and a feeling of making progress contribute to this motivation.

If the course accurately simulates the test environment, students will be motivated to study and less anxious during the real test. Teachers agree; they generally want the course focused on the TOEFL, with as many questions and “TOEFL-realistic” exercises as possible.
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Youthama GLOBAL run a project of computer based implementation this time and the material of this training course is designed to be a course itself—not just material or a text book. It is flexible—adaptable to the particular objective and time constraints of instructor, while also accommodating a variety of learning styles. It is a rich, robust course, guaranteed to provide the teacher and students with lots of material and complementary activities that help illustrate and practice the points being covered.

HOW TO USE THE MARTIAL OF THIS COURSE
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The material of this course can be used in a number of ways: as the sole text in a TOEFL preparation course; as a supplementary text in a listening/speaking, grammar, reading, or writing course; or as a general review course in English for the independent-study student. All the materials are copy right and if some one would like to re publish any part should have to obtain permission in written from DELTA PUBLISHING COMPANY. 
The course units for study allow ample opportunities for review and practice of essential English skills. We encourage students to build their own program of study and timetable on a scheduled timeline at their study rooms by choosing the most appropriate of the many components of Youthama GLOBAL TOEFL training course.

FOCUS
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In section 1 – Listening through section 4 – Writing, each unit opens with an exercise to focus attention, activate prior knowledge, and help students anticipate the content. Focus takes an English text –a sentence, conversation, reading passage, or essay paragraph—and challenges the learner to identify the relevant principle. These exercises can be done in a group work or as homework

DO YOU KNOW…?
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This component of each unit provides a through description of a specific language skill—such as identifying topic and main ideas, checking subject—verb agreement, or making inferences—along with numerous sample TOEFL items assessing this skill. Included are relevant definitions, explanations of correct and incorrect answers, and discussion of common TOEFL tricks. Do you know…? Can be the basis of e-mail discussions or can be studied as homework.
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PRACTICE
Practice consists of sets of TOEFL questions for student to apply the fifty—four skills described in the course material. The practice exercises in each unit can be done in group or individually as homework.
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EXTENSION
People acquire language through social interaction, so we suggest numerous ideas to foster cooperation, stimulate discussion, extend skills practice, guide peer review, and link the classroom with the real world.

Extension activities are student-centered, and many engage students in creating their own “TOEFL exams.” We have developed on-line discussion groups for the extension of class members to communicate and explore discussion issues. 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ASSESSING PROGRESS
Regular assessment is an integral part of skill building. Assessing Progress consists of thirty-two timed quizzes to simulate parts of the TOEFL. Each quiz covers the content of one to four units of study. Quiz material builds cumulatively, and some of the longer quizzes review several units. There will be progress charts and quiz scores can be graphed on them.
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REVIEW TESTS
The three section review tests—Listening, Structure, and Reading—are similar in form and content to the corresponding sections of the actual TOEFL exam. These tests can be taken as midterm or final examinations. Scores can be graphed on the progress charts.
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WRITING TOPICS
In the computer-based TOEFL, the essay constitutes on-half of the score for structure/writing. Therefore, in section 4-Writing we provide a list of writing topics used on the actual test, along with the actual criteria used for scoring essays.
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PRACTICE TESTS
This section consists of four full-length tests which are similar to the actual TOEFL.

Test 1 and Test 3 are similar to the computer-based test.

Test 2 and Test 4 are similar to the paper-based test.

Any of the practice Tests can be taken as midterm or final examinations. They can also be used for diagnostic or placement purposes. Scores can be graphed on the progress charts.

ANSWER SHEETS
Answer sheets accompany the quick diagnostic test and the four full-length tests. Although the actual computer-based TOEFL does not have an answer sheet (test-takers use the computer mouse to click on answers) we provide answer sheets for the two practice tests resembling the computer test students and teachers who want them. All answer sheets are reproducible.

TAPSCRIPTS
This section includes complete tapscripts for all listening material in the practice exercises, quizzes, and tests. In addition to their role in building listening comprehension, the scripts can be used in several ways, the conversations can be used for learning vocabulary and idioms and as models for students to write and perform their own skits. The talks can be used as reading passages for students to write their own “TOEFL questions” about, for example, referents or vocabulary in context.

CASSETTES AND CD

The set of cassette tapes or CD accompanying this training course includes over six hours of listening material. In addition to being used for TOEFL preparation, the cassettes can be used for pronunciation practice, dictation exercises, and vocabulary study, as well as for learning English through academic content. Cassettes and CD will be published by us and will be available in local market for all students.
