CAMPAIGN METHODS/STRATEGY

What are the reasons for indiscipline and other negative attitudes?  What causes someone to misbehave, punch, kick, steal, stab or fire a gun to someone else?

There is never a simple answer to these questions. But people often commit these things and other negative attitudes because of one or more of the following:

EXPRESSION: 

Some people use violence to release feelings of anger or frustration. They think there are no answers to their problems and turn to violence to express their out of control emotion.

MANIPULATION:

Negative attitude leading to violence is used as a way to control others or get something they want.

RETALIATION:

Negative attitude leading to violence is used to retaliate against those who have hurt them or someone they care about.

It has been proven that negative attitude is a learned behavior. Like all learned behaviors, it can be unlearned. This is not easy, though. Since there is no single cause of violence behavior, there is no one simple solution. The best method is to learn to recognize the warning signs and get suitable programmes to combat them.

This programme will focus on the teens in all circle of life. The programme is a comprehensive one designed to help reduce indiscipline and other negative attitudes that have the chance of being a threat to the community and the nation at large. This will be done in collaboration with the government, the Ghana Education Service, Corporate companies and Organizations, traditional leaders, parents, students, etc.

INDISCIPLINE CAMPAIGN INITIATIVE

· Knowledge is Power Programme:

This is a section of programmes of study and practice for young people interested in learning about community organizing and how bad attitude affects their daily lives and the society at large. The programme will have experience resource personnel to handle various subjects.

· Multimedia Programme:

This is designed to provide relevant information to the youth and to help change the image of the youth who perpetrates indiscipline to be agents of change. We will support young people who have writing skills on educative articles, poems, research, and etc. to produce youth newspaper called Youth Voice. It will also include radio and video production.

· Teens On Target (TNT) Programme:

This will be a programme in schools to teach young students about attitudes that do not support national development, which should be stopped. TNT will be used to train multi-ethnic young people from highly rated neighborhoods to teach other students how to reduce these negative attitudes in their homes, schools, and communities. TNT youth leaders will go through an extensive three weeks training during school vacation periods on modular basis. This programme will involve government officials, traditional leaders, and etc. presenting information on several issues. Nefac clubs in schools will meet twice a week throughout the school year to reinforce their training.

TNT youth leaders will receive a monthly stipend to motivate them for participation.

· Moving from a victim to an educator/Advocator:

This will train young people how to effectively present scientific data and statistics on youth indiscipline, combined with vital information from their own life experiences. As they move from victims to advocacy/educating, they will develop skills and gain invaluable experience in changing conditions in their communities that are likely to put young people and society at risk. They will make their voices heard on adult’s social issues that have the chance of affecting their lives negatively.

· Caught in the Cross fire:

Young people, who have suffered as a result of indiscipline and other negative attitudes in their own lives, referred to as Caught in the Cross Fire Specialist will be grouped to provide immediate emotional and practical support to youth victims while they are at the hospital, prisons, mental homes and etc. Caught in the Cross Fire Specialists will be arranged to meet injured/victimized youth and their family, while inmates, conducting center visits and continue to provide support and mentoring to the youth after their released. For example, armed robbers, drug addicts, rapists, students on suspension and etc.

· Parent Support Group:

We know that parenting is difficult. This programme will enable parents to have the opportunity to voice their concerns and to learn from speakers on skills of parenting. This support group will also help parents to learn to cope with the stress of raising children and in turn reduce the amount of stress that are usually passed on to their children.

· Van-to-van Campaign:

The programme will train the youth to embark on van-to-van campaign in selected cities and towns to express their concern about the high rate of indiscipline and other negative attitude in the society. This is to move our programmes to the doorsteps of our targets since some of them might miss or avoid our meetings.

· Youth Advisory Committee:

We believe that indiscipline and other social vices are being fueled by frustrations and anger from not being heard. We will organize the street children who are the more vulnerable, to express their concern on issues that have the potential to impact their lives negatively and to find suitable solutions to their problems.

· Annual Youth Productivity conferences:

This programme is aimed at developing the winning attitude of young people to be creative in their field of studies and every area of their lives. There is nothing genetic that makes one to succeed for the other to fail. Graduates should not be unemployed after graduation, petty-traders and hawkers should develop an optimistic attitude towards their business regardless of the environment or challenges. Majority of our graduates have a wrong perception about employment, thus one thinks that because he/she is not employed in the public sector or in an establishment he/she considers him/herself as unemployed. Whereas he/she can establish on his/her own as an entrepreneur or to enter into a joint venture with mates. It is therefore the view of Nefac that this present attitude towards employment must stop, considering the current graduate unemployment rate in the nation.
