· Youth led not for profit organization

· Led entirely by youth and empowered by technology, so really focused on the tech end of things

· Main platform is the online community
· A lot of people like to compare it to myspace for social issues, local and global
· Motto is to inspire, inform, and involve.

· Can access galleries, submit articles to a publication named Panorama, you can write blogs, and connect with other people around the world.

· Currently, there are 300,000 members

· There are different tools that people can use to start plan and manage your own project.

The page is used to communicate internally and keep people interested up to date.

· CLC core objectives are to raise awareness and accessibility to opportunities and resources in Canada.

· To encourage collaboration between youth and youth groups 

· Strengthen capacity and build a comprehensive network of youth organizations, resources, etc in Canada

· We have provincial and territorial coordinators based in every province and territory throughout Canada.

· Fulltime Aboriginal youth engagement coordinator and a francophone youth engagement coordinator.

· I would like to highlight our TIG groups, which we are often complimentary to the TIG project page. It actually allows you to compile a mailing list (non TIG members can sign up to the list as well) and every single message will be stored on our site. So it will be continuously accessible for new people who join the list.

Debrief on 2006 Conference (Lanny)

· Pan Can 2006 was a conference organized by the Toronto Youth Cabinet
· It took place the first week of June

· It was an amazing event where different councils (either part of government groups or community organizations) got together to discuss different issues important to young people.

· TYC did an amazing job getting the participants feedback on the issues that were presented and they encouraged us to get prepared and bring forward issues important in our communities.

· There were 7 groups (St. John’s, NFLD; Saint John, New Brunswick; Missisauga, Ontario; London, Ontario; Edmonton, Alberta and Vancouver, British Columbia, and Toronto, Ontario.

· Approximately 50 participants attended the conference.

· The issues were street level services, education, Safe and healthy communities, opportunities for youth, and environment.
· Discussions were solution oriented and different people gave different ideas of what could be done based on their experiences.

· What we talked about was presented at the World Urban Forum as a poster/banner.

· A really important element that we didn’t get to do as a group was develop the youth charter like a set of guidelines/principles. Policies or things that need to be in place in order to have a national body that supports youth participation.

· We recognized that different groups have different experiences dealing with governments.

· There are 3 goals of Pan Can 2006: capacity-building, sharing best practices, and discussing the concept of a national youth voice.

· In 2006, we started to address the first two, but we didn’t have a chance to discuss the last one.
Updates (Ryan)

· Conference will be held in Toronto in August this year, because no one was able to take it on this year. Pan Can will be on a weekend and will confirm once we are able to book the space.
· There is a possibility of holding the conference in Mount Pearl in a couple of years 2009 or 2010 (Megan Drodge) 

· Federation of Canadian Municipalities (FCM) is actually what inspired the whole Pan Can idea. The concept of Pan Can was based on the concept of FCM.

· FCM endorsed the conference last year and now we are trying to connect with them to talk about another endorsement and future collaboration.

· Pan Can should be a self-organized group supported by FCM and able to influence policy, especially towards youth engagement and the establishment of youth councils.
· We will be having a meeting at the end of the month and I will provide an update and ask for feedback before moving forward with anything.
Fundraising

· Heritage and service Canada, Air Canada, West Jet, and Aeroplan. Air Canada and Aeroplan are close to impossible (Olivia). Aeroplan hook up all of schools without borders travels http://swb.ca/SWB/
· I know our province (NFLD) has a grant and there is quite a bit of money left, which is what we are hoping to use (Megan Drodge).

· Last year’s conference was supported by the city of Toronto, peoples registration fees, and Bell Canada.
· We should definitely ask the US equivalent does offer financial support for their youth as city leaders initiative (Ryan) http://www.nlc.org/iyef/networks___assistance/7164.cfm
· Ryan will follow up and try to get more information in terms of things we may be qualified for funding.

· Pan Can conference can hold about 200 participants.

· Last year, we had a registration fee of $100 for all food and accommodations and that will be likely the same this year (Ryan).
