1.- Situation.- 

A Coruña, our city, it is located in the North-West corner of Spain 43° 23' N, 8° 24' W, facing the Atlantic Ocean and the Cantabric Sea, in old finisterrae. 

Galicia is a mountainous and green region with very different landscapes. The Atlantic coastline has two parts: the great stuary formed by the Rias Altas and the soft Rias Baixas of the south.  Famous mountains ranges are: Ancares, O Caurel, Cabeza de Manzaneda, Serra de Faro... with natural and beautiful reserves.

It has great rivers like Miño and Sil with green and rich valleys. 

The soil is, geologically, the oldest of the Iberian Peninsula. It is part of the Galician-Portuguese Massif. The relief has, in general, gentle forms, the result of the long erosive process that they were subjected. Predominant rocks are granito and slate. Photos 0, 01, 1, 2, 3.- Flag, maps, mountains, coasts.
2.- Climate.- 

Galicia is in a tempered zone. Its climate counts on slight variations of temperature, smooth to winter and fresh summers, rains and sun, that make their green landscapes.

It exists climatic diversity. In the coastal strip temperatures oscillate between 8º-10º of winter and 20º-25º of summer. Away of the coast the climate becomes drier, with differences of temperatures respect to the average, superior in summer and lower in winter. Photos 4, 5.- Beaches and rivers.

3.- History.- 

The first people settled in Galicia were the Celts. They used to live in small villages mainly placed on hills and near the rivers or by the seaside. They were surrounded by walls. The houses were oval or round.  These villages were built during the Bronze Age. We have remains of this people: “dolmenes”, “petroglifos”, “torques” and other jewels made in gold. 

Rome, one of the ancient civilizations in Europe, was determined to conquer all the different nations situated in Spain. 

After the Roman arrival in Spain cities like Lugo, in Galicia, had been well communicated to Rome by road and many Roman people arrived in the Northwest of Spain bringing their culture and costums.  The Roman walls of Lugo were declared Cultural Heritance for Humanity. Photos 6, 7.- Castros, dolmen. 

 In the Middle Age the society are divided into upper class and lower class. The popular movement “Irmandiño”, lower class,  was the top of a process developped throught the Medieval period. It included demographic, social  economic, ecclesiastic and cultural aspects. 

The Church played an important role in medieval Galicia. This was mainly due to its preaching work and its role as a promoter of culture.

Modern age: In the 16th and 17th centuries the great majority of de population was made up of peasants and defined by its class nature. Its inhabitants consisted of the lords of the land, of ancestral homes and monasteries, and the peasants, as well as minor nobility.

In the 16th century the urban population acquired greater relative importance, due to a boom in fishing, trade and craftwork. 

Iron and steel production was mainly localized in  eastern mountain ranges. 

The tanning of leather is an industry with deep roots in Galicia.

Contemporary history: In the 19th  century the Galician population increased noticeably . 

The growth continued during the first half of the 20th century to 1950. From then on there began a process of stagnation and, more recently, of clear recession. 


4.- Pilgrimage to “Santiago de Compostela”.-

The history or Santiago’s legend, because there are a lot of theories, starts on 813, when the bishop from Iria Flavia, Teodomiro, informs to the King Alfonso II about a discovery of a tomb with rests of the body of the apostle Santiago. He had been decapitated in the year 42 in Palestine, but his followers stole the body and put it in a little stone boat which arrived in Iria, afterwards he had been transferred to Santiago where a cathedral was built up starting year 1075.

Since the Middle Ages, thousands of people from all over the world make their way to Galicia, to the land of Saint James or Jacob’s land. 

The Pilgrim’s road is dotted with romanesque churches, monasteries, hospitals, architectural jewels which at the end of this century will recover their vitality with the celebration of the Holy Year in 2004. Photos 8, 9.- Pórtico da Gloria, cathedral.

5.- Galician language.- 

We have our own language, Galician, originated in Galicia at the beginning of the Middle Ages. Its first literary and notarial text date from the 12th century. 

Between the 12th  and 14th  century an extraordinary Galician-Portuguese lyric poetry flourished. It is a romance language which evolved from the Latin introduced by the Romans,  originated at the same time as French, Spanish, Italian... It is the official language  with Spanish.

6.- Music.- 

Like Celtic countries in the world, a typical instrument of music is bagpipe.

Bagpipes were played in Spain in the middle age. There are reproductions of bagpipers in Romanic churches and Monasteries built in the 11th  century and pictures of bagpipers in the Court of the King Alfonso X El Sabio, dating back to the 18th  century.

The “gaita” can be made of several types of wood. The more traditional is boxwood, which gives a mellow sound, but which unfortunately is becoming scarce nowadays bagpipe makers also use other exotic woods.

In the old days, the women in Galicia mostly worked together on the fields, afterwards they met and sang together. The women are carrying the traditions still in these days. 

Galician dances are a colorful and original event. People are dressed in traditional Galician dresses and perform the pure style of traditional singing, voices accompanies by “pandeiretas” and “gaitas”.  Photo 10.- Famous picture: Romería de Urbano Lugrís.
7.- Cooking.- 

Octopus is a very popular dish in Galicia. It is cooked whole and then cut into pieces. It is seasoned with oil, paprika and salt. “Empanada” or crusted pie is typical of Galicia. It may be filled with different meat and fish as well as a lot of onion, all of which is placed between two thin layers of oily pastry.. 
The most famous dish offered to the visitor of Galicia is “lacón con grelos” (salted ham with turnip tops). This elements are boiled and served together with “chorizo”, the piquant Spanish sausage, and potatoes called “cachelos”. 

“Caldo gallego” is a common dish for the Galicians. It is designed to fight cold and consists of turnips, potatoes, beans, ham, chorizo, spare ribs, etc...

Seafood is the best in the country. Galicia even supplies the capital of the country with seafood and has been exporting abroad for centuries. La Coruña and Vigo, are a paradise where oysters, sea-spiders, goose barnacles, clams and lobsters abound and can be enjoyed. 

9.- Nature.-

Galicia has natural spaces of great ecological value like oak and chesnuts forests, beautiful beaches, natural and virgin parks like Cies Islands. In these, you can see high and rough coasts and hillsides descending to fine sandy beaches. Dunes, bird observatories, lakes and a Celtic village, vestige of the  ancient inhabitants.

The Canyon of the Sil  The singular orography of this natural territory of more than 16.000 hectares is the result of the great uneveness between the waters of the Sil in Peares, 109m., and the maximum hight of the Pena do Xastre, 1.014m. 

To these characteristics we must blame the transformation of the elevated landscape to man by means of the cultivation of vinyards. Furthermore, the natural landscapes as a result, are of singular characteristics, unique and irrepeatable in all Galicia. For thousands of years a large number of eremites and monasteries have flourished the river banks of the Sil and the Miño and up to such an extent that this fact gave the whole region the name “Rivoyra Sacrata”.  Photos 11, 12- Cies, Ribeira.

9.- Fauna.-

The Cies Islands have the greatest colony in South-Europe of caspian gull and cormorant shag. Other numerous bird species can be found in the Islands .

The sea is also extraordinary rich in fauna and flora. In its crystalline and Atlantic waters live shellfish, like the barnacle, and crustaceans, like the edible crab or the velvet swimmer crab, and other variated species like the purple sea urchin, common starfish or the octopus.

In “Ancares” you can see,  the eagles, falcons, goshawks and sparrowhawks soaring majestically in the air. With a little luck it might be possible to watch a glimpse of a capercaillie, protected species and the mascot of the reserve. It is, however, home to a community of roebuck and a population of wolves and foxes. Mammals also abound in numbers such as genets, mountain cats, otters, wild boar, martens and perhaps the last remaining pine martens in Galicia.
In “Fragas do Eume” the most significant animal species in the area include invertebrates that can only be found in Galicia and Europe, such as the snails, slugs, freshwater pearly mussel, southern damselfly ,  marsh fritillary and  stag beetle. Photo 13.- Capercaillie. 
10.- Flora.-

In “Costa da Morte” and the Cies Islands grows Portuguese crowberry.

Other botanical species of interest are the helicrysum and violets.
In “Ancares” you can see large areas of scrubland, with varieties of broom, bilberries, gorse, and indigenous “hedgehog” shrubs. There are many woods, some of which are forested with centuries-old oaks. The traveller will also come across woodland comprising chestnut, yew, ash, birch, hazelnut, pine plantations and holly, and alder, willow and poplar in the valleys.

"Fragas do Eume". It is one of the most important atlantic forests in the Galicia Autonomous Community and a clear example of a "fraga", a humid space covered by plants. 

The vegetation depends on the proximity to the river. The most humid areas, by the rivers and brooks, are home to Tertiary relict ferns. The park is also covered by oaks, ash trees, chestnuts, birches, willows, maples, hazel trees, laurels and strawberry trees. Photo 14.- Holly tree.

11.- Craftworks .-

Normally, the artisans have only received training at home. 

Most of these workshops produce domestic utensils or agricultural and farming equipment for local consumption.


Pottery centres of Galicia.  

Together with the pottery from places such as, Buño, Bonxe or Mondoñedo, the ceramics of Ninhodaguia is one of the most famous and original of Galicia. It presents very different characteristics. 

The pottery kiln in Gundivos is one of the most representative and traditional pottery in Galicia. Dedicated to the traditional production of tiles, bricks and the admired pottery still continues to work. Here they present creations such as, jugs, bowls, pots etc. genuine and of marked popular taste.

The pottery of Sargardelos is made with high quality materials, its design meeting both tradition and fashion. Styles make use of flames and spirals inspired from traditional motifs, always together with modern influences.

The handmade lace supposes a testimony of the survival of the arts and popular occupations in Camariñas. The intense commercial coming and going between Italy and Flandes at the end of the Middle Age, could propitiate the origin of the lace in our country. 

There are references to pieces of varied lace, in use and size, in inventories and other documents of the XV and XVI centuries. 

From the XV century the use of lace had extended in cloths and trousseaus, being in the XVI century when the nobility and richer classes imposed the fashion of wearing lace in the clothes, favoring its definitive spread . Also the women of the rural nobility and of the bourgeoisie took as entertainment the elaboration of fine lace. 

Jet is a typical product of Santiago de Compostela. Under the wing of the Cathedral, a hard, compact, petrified coal of a bright black colour is worked by Galician craftsmen. This coal, called jet, is used to manufacture any kind of pieces of jewellery, with no equal in the world.

Canteiros The famous stone of Galician granite allowed the development of a great tradition in this sector of the industry, both in the building of houses and hórreos, stone granaries, and in the construction of cruceiros, stone crosses, placed in crossroads, churches and cathedrals.

The most famous of all Galician “canteiros “ was Master Mateo author of the “Pórtico de la Gloria”  at the Cathedral of Santiago. Photos 15, 16, 17, baskets, lace, pots.

12.- Agriculture.- 

Galician agriculture, occupies 14.1% of the surface area. The soil is situated on top of granitic and slate substrates, and has a mainly coarse texture and excellent aeration qualities.

It is intensive and mixed farming, producing different crops throughout the year. The crops have adapted to the varied, and sometimes complicated, relief in an original and complex way. The farmers make the most of the natural resources. These circumstances, linked to the eco-climatic variety, enable Galician agriculture to market a variety of top-quality products.

Vineyards occupy the greatest area: on the hillsides of the river valleys in the south, sometimes on terraces or socalcos of steep slopes and singular beauty. The exclusive varieties of the Northwest Iberian Peninsula – Albariño, Treixadura, Godello,  Mencía... produce wines of excellent quality, cultivated in the mild conditions of an Atlantic environment.

Galicia has a long tradition of beef production. It is an activity that is expanding, thanks to the development of the protected geographical certification “Ternera Gallega”, Galician Beef, which is based on the quality beef produced by the native breed called “rubia gallega”, galician blond. 

There are other Galician products with quality certification: cheeses, potatoes, ham, honey...
13.- Fishing.-

The Galician coast supports a large number of human settlements directly related to the sea due to its great length and the biological richness of its waters. At the present time, there are communities whose economies depend on harvesting fish and shellfish resources. 
The artisanal fisheries are characterised by the use of fishing strategies involving diversification.
14.- Museums.- 

The Archaeological Museum of A Coruña located in an old lazaretto, the Castle of San Antón, that was later a fort and a prison. The visitor walks through prehistory, the culture of the Celtic settlements and the Roman times of A Coruña and its surroundings.

The museum contains goldwork and objects from the Megalithic Age, the Bronze Age, Celtic settlements, Roman times and other different aspects of the city history. 

Santiago de Compostela has beautiful museums like Museum of Galician People  with spaces dedicated to ethnography  (sea, land, clothes, music, pictures, sculptures...) and Pilgrimage Museum with the archaeological discoveries made in Santiago cathedral. 

Betanzos, Lugo, Pontevedra, Ourense have archaeological or ethnographic museums in addition to religious, marine, wine, pottery... Photos 18, 19.- St. Anton Castle, Betanzos church.

15.- Scientific museums.-

The House of Science in A Coruña it is the first public interactive centre of scientific divulgation created in Spain por people of all ages.

Natural and tehcnological exhibitions, audivisual presentations, activities for schoolers and public are its general aim.

The House of Man study in a global and monographic way the human being. It tries to suggest answers to each one's necessity of knowing oneself better. The building is from japanese architect Arata Isozaki. The fragile bony structure of a penstive figure, the double spiral of DNA and the Gioconda’s picture made with faces photographs sent from all countries of the world, are famous.

The Aquarium Finisterrae shows us the secrets of the sea. Its displays are based on those species which represent the marine ecosystem of the Galician coastline. Its clearly educational vocation is aimed specifically at raising environmental awareness in an exciting and interesting way. Nautilus vessel, a gigantic pool that give the impression of being at the bottom of the sea, in a submarine.

Humboldt’s room, for temporary exhibitions. Marine paradise is a natural backdrop for the live representation of life on the Galician coasts, with a rocky area and a sandy area. Octopus’ garden, maremagnum... are places in this marvelous museum.

16.- Congress Hall or Opera House.- 
Created in 1992 and housed in the Palacio de la Opera of this city, the Galicia Symphony Orchestra is one of the most renowned ensembles in Spain. The last ten years have seen much musical activity and the creation of half a dozen artistic projects, including the Symphony Choir, Chamber Orchestra, Youth Orchestra, School of Orchestral Practice and the Child Singers of the GSO, as well as an annual Concert Season, a cycle of Chamber music, the Mozart Festival of A Coruña and Educational Programmes for all.

The Galicia Symphony Orchestra pays special attention to the repertoire of the twentieth century in its seasons of new music production. Photo 23.- Opera house

There are a lot of Theatres and cinemas in big cities  like A Coruña, Santiago, Vigo. 

17.- Tower of Hercules.-

The oldest working lighthouse in the world and symbol A Coruña. Its construction has been attributed to Hercules and to the Celtic chieftain Breogan.

The Tower of Hercules can be found on the north coast of the peninsula on a hill 50 metres high. The top of the lighthouse is 105 metres above sea level. 
The Tower itself is 58 metres high. In order to reach the top, you have to go up 242 steps. 
Next to the Tower there is the "Field of Menhirs”, a park with lithic sculptures remembering  the primitive settlers of Galicia. Photo 24.- Tower of Hercules.

18.- Legends.-

There are a lot of legends that explain origins of most the Galician cities and villages.
The origin of A Coruña and its famous tower are related with the famous Twelve Labours of the legendary Hercules or Heracles. These Labours were ritual feats that the hero had to accomplish in order to pay for a crime carried out in a fit of rage. The tenth of these Labours consisted in stealing the red oxen of Geryon, a three bodied giant joined by the waist that ruled in the extreme West. After gathering an army with people from Crete, Hercules headed for the west, and whe he reached the end of the Mediterranean Sea, built two huge columns and opened a channel joining them to the Ocean. As the oxen of Geryon were guarded by the shepherd, Eurytrion and by Orthrus,  a two headed dog, Hercules slew them and later fought with Geryon, whom he also killed. In order to prove what he had achieved Hercules cut off the king’s head and buried it at a place near the coast, over which he erected a tower, and beside which he founded a City: A Coruña. Photo 25.- Shield.

19.- Traditional festivities.-

 Boys and girls gathered together on November 11th to hold the “magosto” (chestnut festival) in a nearby forest, an uninhabited place. The men brought the wine and the women the chestnuts. After roasting the chestnuts they ate, drank and returned to the village with their faces blackened with charcoal from the fire. In some areas the “magostos” begin on November 1st, All Saints’ Day.

Carnival or Entroido. This is a festival with a lot of tradition. On the Sunday before the Carnival, or “fareleiro” Sunday, people throw flour at passersby. In some places water is also sprayed and others try to blacken the face of their neighbours with charcoal. The following Thursday is that of “compadres”, godfathers, since they invite themselves for a meal. 

On the Sunday before Carnival Sunday, called “corredoiro”, a cockerel race is held.

The following Thursday is that of “comadres”, godmothers, since they invite themselves for a meal. An important day is Carnival or Entroido Sunday, which marks the beginning of the main week. The disguises acquire striking forms and the characteristics of certain towns or regions. The disguises, individually or in a parade, are also worn on Carnival Monday and Tuesday. The typical pork dishes and desserts are a very important feature of the festival. The dishes include stew, and ham and turnip tops; the main desserts are filloas, crêpes, “orejas”,thin fritters, lemon puff pastries and flower-shaped cakes.

On the following Wednesday, the festival continues with the symbolic burial of some animal: sardine, parrot, goat, cockerel…, in order to end the wild phase and participate in festive criticism. Although Wednesday is the first  day of Lent according to the Catholic liturgical calendar, in many places the festivities continue until the following Sunday, called “piñata” Sunday.

The feast of St. John also has deep roots in Galicia, people went out on the morning of June 24th to receive the dew, considered good for their health and a guarantee of good luck. On the night of June 23rd-24th flowers and aromatic plants were put in water to be used for washing in the morning. On the eve of the feast a bonfire “cacherela” was also built so that people could jump over it and obtain health and luck. Photos 26, 27.- Carnival, bonfires of St. John.

20.- Cities.- 

Santiago de Compostela is the capital of the autonomous region of Galicia, in La Coruña province. Santiago de Compostela has been a major place of pilgrimage in the Roman Catholic church since the 9th century, when the discovery was made nearby of the alleged bones of the apostle Saint James the Great . Chief among the numerous medieval buildings in the city is the fine Romanesque cathedral, consecrated in 1128, which now contains the tomb of Saint James. It has one of the most ancient universties in Spain.

A Coruña is  a peninsula. It has a very important harbour, placed on the South of the peninsula. Many ships arrive here everyday with fish, oil, soya, charcoal and tourists. The town has two main parts: the old city  is a small part of the whole town, and the new one. The old was surrounded by a wall but only a small part of it still remains. 

It has beautiful Romanesque churches like Santa María del Campo, Santiago. The Town Hall is a Modernist building with solid structure. There are other Modernist-style mansions with marvelous decorations inspirated on plants motifs and glass galleries. A Coruña is known as “City of glass”.

The most representative monument of the town is the Roman lighthouse "Tower of Hércules". It is placed at the end of the peninsula, North-East. 


Vigo is the most densely populated in Galicia. It is a dynamic and flourishing city. Vigo is an industrial city, but it also has a rich Roman past. It has beautiful places and monuments, great natural beauty spots, in harmony with its coastal location and important rural territory. 

Lugo.- A historical, small and beautiful city beats in a space defined by a rampart with a perimetre of little more than two kilometers. The city has integrated the wall as the fundamental element of the landscape and urban structure. The wall has conditioned the development of Lugo and has also suffered the growth of the city. After 17 centuries it still impresses, imposes and above all, it is alive, exceptionaly alive: the promenade on the top can be considered, for its use, one more street of Lugo. Its ten gates join the new and old areas of the city. Less than thirty years ago there were still more than a hundred houses attached to the monument... In short, this legacy is much more than a testimony of time, it is still a factor of 

current history. 
The origin of the two-thousand-year-old city of Lugo dates back to a military camp in Roman times. The late introduction of industries in the city partially explains the excellent condition of its walls. UNESCO has recently declared them a World Heritage Site.  
Ourense is a centre of communications and is the main link with other major cities. Orense is a wealth of architecture and a vast array of monuments worth seeing. The Roman Bridge and Burgas Fountain are just two examples. The old part of the city has a splendid cathedral and picturesque streets, the modern side has tall buildings and wide streets. Photos 28, 29, 30.- Santiago, Coruña, Lugo.

21.- Autonomous Institutions.-

Since 1978 a model of territorial organization has been created in Spain, based on the principle of autonomy of autonomous communities. This has enabled centralized system of Spain with a single territorial administration to become a system based on many administrative bodies, which act as organizations at the service of the central government. This new model is the State of Autonomous Communities.

Historical communities are considered to be those that at some moment of their modern history enjoyed full autonomy or have been in the process of permanently attaining it, and they therefore enjoy a special system of responsibilities. Galicia acquired autonomy as a historical community.

The Parliament is the legislative power in the Autonomous Community. Members of Parliament voted in democratically for a period of four years. Parliamentary meetings take place in plenary sessions and committees . The Parliament is located in Santiago de Compostela. 
22.-Tourism.-

Galicia has a lot of “Paradores”. They are hotels in some of the most beautiful locations indicated for short break or holiday.

One of the most beautiful is “Parador de Baiona”. It is situated on top of a rocky promontory with magnificent views of Baiona, the Isles de Cies and the "Ria". The “Parador” has been built in the style of a Galician manor house within the walls of a medieval fortress. The fort was built to protect, not always successfully, the port of Baiona from enemies and pirates. Nestling below the “Parador de Baiona” is the marina full of yachts from all over he world. It is a favourite landfall for yachts crossing the Atlantic and also for those going from northern Europe to the south Atlantic, the Mediterranean or crossing the Atlantic to the Caribbean Islands. It was here that the first ships arrived in Europe to tell the Europeans of the discovery of America across the ocean. A replica of this ship “Pinta”, which was part of the fleet of Columbus, has her permanent home in the harbour. 

“Hostal Dos Reis Catolicos”. Located in the Plaza do Obradoiro, Parador de Santiago Compostela forms a magnificent corner with the cathedral imparting beauty on one of the most visited regional capitals of the world. The hostal which originated as a Royal Hospital in 1499 to give shelter to the numerous pilgrims making their way to Santiago, still today invites the traveller to enjoy this universal and fascinating city. Considered to be the oldest hotel in the world is also one of the most luxurious and beautiful. It has four cloisters of immense beauty.

There are a large amount of “Casas rurales” or rural houses plenty of charming. 

The historic home of Galician aristocratic families, the “Pazos” open its doors to welcome visitors who wish to enjoy the best of the past. In these architectural resorts you can sleep like a king and enjoy traditional Galician cuisine.

23.- Thermalism.-

Throughout history, Galicia has been a place connected with thermalism, from the Celtic and Roman baths to our large spa towns of the last century, that are being revived today with renewed splendour and new possibilities of health and leisure.

The waters are the best for hydrological use, thanks to their generally stimulating, detoxifying and anti-inflammatory action. They are recommended for diseases of the liver and of the digestive system and urinary tract, for hypercholesterinemias, obesity, diabetes in adults, dermatological processes and stress.

24.- Environmental conservation.-

Galicia has a large variety of ecosystems and extraordinary landscape quality. Its complex biodiversity is due to its climate, topography, soil, vegetation and the fact that it is a maritime region. Its landscape structure is the result of the forces of nature and intensive human activity undertaken throughout all of its territory.

This human presence makes it necessary to develop a kind of environmental conservation that establishes human activities and the scattered population distribution as the main component of a system formed by numerous variables: natural resources, economic processes and activities, transportation and communication networks, urban settlements, culture and tradition.  

Natura 2000 Network: protected nature reserves. In Galicia 58 reserves have been proposed for this network with an area of 324,655 hectares, 11% of all Galician territory.

The proposed reserves,  will be subjected to a process of state evaluation; the resulting list will be presented by Spain to the European Commission, which will make the final decision as regards which places will be included in the Natura 2000 Network.

Galician network of nature reserves includes six parks, four natural monuments, five wetlands of international importance included in the Ramsar Agreement and 53 areas included in a system of general protection.

Different plans are currently being developed in order to protect Galician habitats and the most vulnerable or endangered species of fauna and flora.

Forest fire prevention and fire fighting. Prevention plan. In order to avoid fires being started or to reduce the damage caused by them, the following is carried out: actions aimed at the population: regulation of the use of authorized burning, environmental education of the population and meteorological prevention. 25.- Clothing industry and Fashion.- 

This activity originally involved the work of tailors and seamstresses. In the sixties and seventies, an increase in demand oriented the old professions towards the creation of workshops and small companies, which introduced mass production.

At the beginning of the eighties, the development of advanced technology and “Galician Fashion” promotion took the sector to the top of the Spanish and Galician economy. The textile and clothing industry is now a solid, consolidated and innovative sector formed by companies that have combined their capacity as regards production, design, quality and distribution control.
