The Virtual Classroom on Tobacco Control has been developed in order to:
a) positively influence behavioral intentions and resistance to smoking initiation
among young people;
b) inform youth about global tobacco issues and understand the global impact
of their choices and actions; and
¢) increase the number of youth involved in tobacco control.

The Classroom contains four interrelated units:
1) Facts & Figures - examines the health effects of tobacco usage, from both a
first-hand and second-hand perspective;
2) The Smoking Zine - allows students to explore their smoking behaviours and
intentions and is designed to support healthy decision-making about using
cigarettes;
3) Denormalization - investigates the tobacco industry’s marketing campaigns
that target youth, and highlights avenues for youth action; and
4) Global & Social Justice - focuses on the tobacco industry’s exploitive practices
in developing regions of the globe.

Like all TIGed classrooms, the Virtual Classroom on Tobacco Control also contains
interactive discussion boards and online student galleries. Educators are able to post
their own unique ideas as well,and comment on which areas have been most receptive
by learners and/or helpful to their classroom needs.

The classroom guide is designed to accompany the online classroom environment. The
guide allows educators to go through each section of the Virtual Classroom on Tobacco
Control in order to decide which lessons and/or subjects will be most beneficial to
their students. Each section includes a topic-overview, learning objectives, individual
and group activities, as well as helpful on-line resources.
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How to use this curriculum in your class

There are four easy steps to using this curriculum in your class:

1. Read through the curriculum. It is divided into four distinct units.

2. Set up your TIGed account and classroom (see page 4).

3. Modify assignments and set due dates as necessary to suit your teaching style and
available time (see page 6).

4. Setyour students loose on TIGed!

How much time will it take to work through the whole curriculum?

We estimate that with proper preparation, you will be able to complete each section in
one 75 minute period, with some work assigned to be completed outside of class time.
Section 1: Facts could potentially be completed in half of one period. You may find,
however, that leaving more time allows for a richer discussion.

Implementing the curriculum with different levels of technology

As you work through this guide, you will find that the activities have been designed to
suit a variety of environments—everything from a one-to-one student-to-computer
setting, a classroom with a few computers to share, or occasional access to a computer
lab.

Within each section, you will find various activities that take place entirely offline, with
anonline reporting component, such as the various small group discussions, or Activity
3.1 = Shop Around. In an environment with limited access to computers, you could
divide your students between these activities and activities that take place entirely
online, like the Smoking Zine (Activity 2.1) or the Tobacco Match Game (which is flexible,
and could be used at any point during the curriculum.)

There are also a number of activities that can be completed entirely offline, with no
online reporting component, such as the crossword puzzles included in Sections 1, 3
and 4.

TIGed
connects you to the TakinglTGlobal.org site, an online community of over 100,000
young leaders from around the world. Using TIGed, you can introduce your students
to this vibrant community and to content developed by leaders in various fields (like
this curriculum developed by TeenNet), within an online space that you control.

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Getting Started: TIGed

Step 1: Get the information
A few things you should know about TIGed:

1. You must register and become a TakingITGlobal member. You can do so for free
using the link below. This will give you access only to our pre-made thematic
classrooms. Pricing for full access to TIGed is available at http://www.tiged.org.

2. Your students will need TakingITGlobal accounts. When you set up your classroom,
you can create easily create accounts for your students or automatically send them
instructions to sign up on their own.

3. TIG makes every effort to protect student information. Your students will not have
to provide contact information, and any personal information provided will be
displayed only within the classroom space and only to registered members of that
classroom.

4. You have full control of your classroom. No one can access your classroom without
receiving an access code from you. You decide which tools and features are available
to your students.

Creating your Virtual Classroom

The process of creating a virtual classroom is fairly simple. After you've completed
the registration process, you should be taken directly to the Create Classroom page.
If not, go to your school page (ie http://schoolname.tiged.org) and click on Create a
Classroom.

Basics

1. Choose a class name

2. Pick a class web address. This must begin with a letter, contain only numbers and
letters, and be 3-14 characters long. It must be unique within your school.

3. Select the most appropriate subject and year/grade (optional)

Privacy & Student Signup Settings

1. Choose whether your classroom will be public (contents visible to anyone) or
private (contents visible only to registered class members)

2. Decide whetheryou will manage the signup process (Teacher Managed) or whether
your students will create accounts and join on their own (Student Managed)

What is the difference?

« Using the Teacher Managed option, you will create accounts for your students by
entering a list of their names, desired usernames and passwords.

« Using the Student Managed option, you will simply create a student registration
code. You will need to give your students this code, as well as the registration
URL you will receive. If you need to retrieve these later, you will find them on your
classroom settings page.

«  Your choice of signup option could be affected by a number of factors. Although
the Teacher Managed option will take some extra time initially, it will be much
simpler to get your class logged in on your first session, and you will not need to
provide student e-mails. Using the Student Managed option, your students will
have more control over their username, but they will need to provide an e-mail
address and complete the signup process on their own.

Appearance

Select the features you want to use in your virtual classroom. This curriculum makes
use of all the ‘option’ features of a virtual classroom: blogs; discussions; gallery; and
writing. If you want to work through all the included lessons, be sure to leave all four
checked and active!

Step 3: Prepare your classroom for student use

Step 4: Get your students online!

It's time to have your students log in!

« If you chose the teacher-managed signup option when you set up your classroom,
make sure to provide your students with their logins and passwords.

« Ifyou chose the student-managed signup option when you set up your classroom,
make sure to provide your students with the student access code and registration
URL. You can access these on your Classroom Settings page.

How can you manage your students once they’re online?

«  Check student passwords: Students lose passwords—it’s inevitable. You always
have access to your students’ passwords. To retrieve them, go to your class list.
Beside each student’s name, you will see a link to retrieve his or her password. The
password will pop up in a new window - if you don’t see it right away, check your
popup blocker settings!

«  Edit or delete student-created content: Beside any student-submitted content, you
should see two options:

« & or[edit] Clicking this will let you edit anything a student has submitted to
your classroom.
« [delete] Clicking this will delete student content.

«  Remove someone from your class: If someone should no longer be in your class,
simply go to the Class List and click on the red [x] beside their name.

NOTE: Inform Your Students

We recommend that you let your students know that you have
certain abilities they don't—like the ability to retrieve passwords
and edit or delete content they submit.

Step 5: Get support if you need it

As you use the Virtual Classroom on Tobacco Control, and TIGed more generally, you
may run into confusion or problems. If you do, don’t worry! There are a few different
ways you can get help.

Notes on online safety

TakingITGlobal, like any community online or offline, is an excellent place to share
ideas, gain to knowledge and skills, and connect with peers and colleagues.

Respect your own personal information: While TakinglTGlobal will not give away
any of your students’ personal identifying information, students may accidentally
do so through a discussion or blog post. They should know that things as simple
as the name of their sports team or school could be enough to put them at risk.

Respect your peers: Online conversations, just like those in the real world, need
to be respectful of people’s opinions and diversity. Avoid being a cyber bully,
and if you're the victim of cyber bullying right away, report it! If the offending
user is a TakinglTGlobal member, e-mail education@takingitglobal.org.

Projects and Student Activities

3.1-Shop Around (Photo Imagery)

Have students go in to local convenient stores, grocery stores, malls, and see how
cigarettes and tobacco products are marketed - signs, promo, product placement,
colours, lights, height level, accessibility.

Asanalternative to store locations, have students go around to bus stops, billboards,
and other outdoor public areas to see where tobacco advertising exists.

Ask students to post their work either in their Student Blog, along with their analysis.
Students can then comment on each other’s work.

3.2-It's the Law (Local/Provincial/State/Federal Legislation)

Have students research the laws in their community, city, province/state, and
country. Compare and contrast how laws vary. Have students debate the legislation
that is in place. This debate can take place in person or online, using the TIGed
discussion boards.

3.3-Tobacco On Screen (Movie/TV Review)

Have students screen a TV show or movie that is targeted to youth and have them
count the number of times a character is shown smoking, or there is prominent
tobacco product placement.

Have students critique why they felt the director had the actor smoke (character
storyline, blatant promo...). Discuss if the message would still be the same without
the use of tobacco. If critiques are written, ask students to post them in the Student
Writing section of your virtual classroom.
